Nancy presented the Fife Online Referral Tracking System (FORT) to the group by demonstrating the live system on the internet. Nancy outlined the benefits of the system in:

	Proposed New Third Sector Interface and Future Role of the FSEP
	
	

	
	· AB updated on the letter / email correspondence with Dominque Pettiqueux at the Scottish Government (SG) re LSEP funding, 2009-2011.
· Confirmed amount is  £34,779; £21,882 from 2009-2010 which  will cover half the salary of the Adviser post until March 2010, and £12,897 for 20010-2011.
· The SG has agreed that this funding can be paid to FC.

· AB outlined to the FSEP that the new interface arrangement guidance set out by the SG states that there will be no separate funding for LSEP support come 2011. There will be one allocation to Fife to support the third sector and social enterprise support should be considered within that.

· AB outlined various options she will present in a paper to FC Development Services in considering how to deliver support to social enterprise in the future.

· The FSEP provided some feedback to AB. This included; concerns that a specific focus on social enterprise may be lost in the new structure, the first year or two would focus on the 3 former organisations becoming a new organisation and that it may be better to continue supporting social enterprise outwith this structure, in another way - until the time is right to ‘merge’ into it.
· The FSEP agreed that in order to ensure effective support to the social enterprise sector, it will continue to inform and influence the working group taking forward the third sector proposals for Fife.
· AB agreed to reflect feedback from the FSEP in the paper being developed.

· AB agreed to send the link to the SG pages on interface developments to SO’D.
